Lane Farm

Lane Farm dates to the early 1600’s and was origindly
part of a much larger farming estate. Even though
Wilderley consists of a few widely spread farms and
residences, it was recorded in the Doomsday book of
around 1080.

The farmhouse is a character property with heavy oak
beam ceilings throughout. The property ceased being a
working farm in 1985, up until then it had produced
mixed arable and livestock.

Location

The farm is situated on the Shropshire Way, 7 miles
South of Shrewsbury, the county town of Shropshire.
